	Rationale
	The indicator is intended to improve settled accommodation outcomes for adults with learning disabilities – a key group at risk of social exclusion.

	Definition
	Adults with learning disabilities: All adults aged 18+ with learning disabilities that are known to ‘Councils with Adult Social Services Responsibilities’ (CASSRs) at their latest assessment or review.

Settled accommodation: accommodation arrangements where the occupier has security of tenure/residence in their usual accommodation in the medium- to long-term, or is part of a household whose head holds such security of tenure/residence. 

· owner-occupier/shared ownership scheme;

· tenant – local authority/ALMO, housing association; 

· private landlord

· flat sharing, other mainstream housing;

· extra-care housing;

· sheltered housing
· Approved premises for offenders released from prison or under probation supervision. 
Non-settled accommodation: accommodation arrangements that are precarious, or where the person has no or low security of tenure/residence in their usual accommodation and so may be required to leave at very short notice. 

· rough sleepers/squatting;

· Night shelters/emergency hostel/direct access hostel(temporary accommodation accepting self referrals

· Rufuge

· people placed in temporary accommodation (eg, B&B) by a local authority;

· person asked to leave/unable to return home)

· Accommodation with both housing and health and social care support (eg, Registered Care Home; Nursing home (single status); Addiction Rehabilitation Unit)

· Adult Placement Scheme

· Accommodation with health and social care support (eg, any stay in a health facility, such as: NHS Facilities/Hospitals; Acute or long stay NHS Residential Facility/Hospital; Independent Hospitals and Clinics; Specialist Rehabilitation/Recovery; Secure psychiatric Unit)

· Accommodation with housing related support (e.g., Supported accommodation or lodgings, Staffed/Unstaffed Group Home, Direct Access Provision, Foyer)

· Accommodation with Criminal Justice Support (eg Bail;Prison; 
· Young offenders institution)
· Other temporary accommodation


	Numerator
	Numerator = Number of adult learning disabled clients known to CASSRs in settled accommodation in their usual accommodation at the time of their latest assessment or review. 

Notes for the numerator: 

In 2008/09 the data will relate to the period 1st October 2008 to 31st March 2009. The numerator will be grossed to provide data on the full 12 month financial year period for 2008/09. The grossing will be performed centrally by the Information Centre for Health and Social Care.

	Denominator
	Denominator = Number of adult learning disabled clients known to CASSRs (i.e., those who are assessed or reviewed in the financial year and who have received a service, as well as those who are assessed and/or reviewed but who have not received a service and learning disabled clients who are known to the CASSR and who should be reviewed in a financial year but are not). 

Notes for the denominator: 

Learning disabled clients who are known to the CASSR and who should be reviewed in a financial year but are not should also be counted in the denominator. 

Those who are detained under the Mental Health Act should be excluded from the denominator. 

	Formula
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where:
x = the number of adult learning disabled clients known to CASSRs in settled accommodation in their usual accommodation at the time of their assessment or latest review.

y = the number of adult learning disabled clients known to CASSRs (i.e. those who are assessed or reviewed in the financial year and who have received a service, as well as those who are assessed and/or reviewed but who have not received a service). In addition, include in the denominator learning disabled clients who should be reviewed by the CASSR in a financial year but are not.

Notes for x:
